Children of essential workers on days when they are not able to be supervised at home, and no other
arrangements can be made (Essential worker- any worker who must continue to attend their workplace
for essential business during this time).
Vulnerable children include children identified by the school or who:

o are currently receiving services from Child Safety, including children who are subject to a child

protection order.

o subject to a youth justice order.

e Children in designated indigenous communities.
